(B) Socio-ecological or transdisciplinary network science
(C) Multi-network, collaborative science
(D) New perspectives on ILTER, including methodologies, approaches, etc.
Posters should illustrate how ILTER science has - 

(A) Improved understanding of continental and global ecosystems and informed solutions to current and future environmental problems
(B) Addressed one or more of ILTER’s 10-year goals which are:

1. Foster collaboration and coordination among socioeconomic and ecosystem researchers and research networks at local, regional and global scales

2. Improve comparability of data from LTER sites around the world, and facilitate exchange and preservation of this data

3. Deliver scientific information to scientists, policymakers, and the public to meet the needs of decision-makers at multiple levels

4. Facilitate education of the next generation of LTER scientists
General instructions:
1. Posters should display both a member network and ILTER logo on the poster. 

2. Posters should follow standard formatting such as purpose statement, rationale, site information, methods/approach, results and conclusions/discussion 

3. Posters should be based on long-term data (10+ years)

4. Poster abstracts (500 words maximum) must be submitted to network representatives for quality control. 
5. Network representatives must receive the abstracts by 7 August 2015. 

6. Network representatives must categorize the abstracts in order of priority starting with A (best), then B (acceptable) and lastly C (not encouraged). 
7. Network representatives must send their A and B abstracts with authors’ email addresses to the ILTER Public Policy Committee (Johan Pauw and Tiffany Troxler) by 21 August for final consideration – mail to: ilter@saeon.ac.za
8. Successful abstracts will be announced by 5 September and final posters may then be sent electronically to Giorgio Matteucci (giorgio.matteucci@cnr.it) for free of charge printing and displaying during the full duration of the conference.
9. Poster dimensions: to be announced.

* ILTER members are invited to submit presentations without attending the EEF meeting. However, authors of accepted ILTER posters are encouraged to attend and present their posters in a lunchtime poster session on Thursday, September 24 (12:45-13:45).
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
